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Biology is a course designed to meet the state curriculum standards for the life sciences.  It is also one of your required science courses needed to graduate.  Students will master the major concepts pertaining to the field of biology.  Students are expected to take notes, complete homework, create and design a scientific experiment, complete many projects and labs as well as generate technical and conceptual drawings.

Grades
